Mission

To provide a blended homeschool and educational classroom support that cultivates a
lifetime love of, and a skill for learning through a biblically Christian worldview.

Vision

Verity Schoolhouse aspires to form good study habits, develop godly character, build
strong relationships, reinforce faith in Jesus Christ, and create an edifying and peaceful
learning atmosphere, by delighting in that which is true, beautiful, and God-Honoring.

Statement of Faith

e The Scriptures, both Old and New Testaments, are the divinely inspired Word of
God without error in the original manuscripts. The Bible is the complete revelation
of His will for the salvation of men and is the divine and final authority in all
matters of faith and conduct.

e God is the Creator of all things, infinitely perfect and eternally existing in three
persons: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

e Jesus Christ, God’s eternal Son, is true God and true man, having been
conceived of the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary. As man, He fully fulfilled
and shared our humanity in a life of perfect obedience. He died on the cross as a
sacrifice for our sins, according to the Scriptures. Further, He rose from the dead
and ascended into Heaven, where He sits at the right hand of the Majesty on
High. He is now our High Priest and Advocate.

e God created man and woman in His own image to glorify Him. Through
disobedience, man became estranged from God, incapable of a right relationship
with God apart from divine grace. Only through regeneration by the Holy Spirit
can man become new creatures, delivered from condemnation and receive
eternal life.

e The Holy Spirit renews our hearts, leading us in kindness to repentance of our
sins and confession of Jesus as Lord. By the same Spirit we are led to trust in
divine mercy, whereby we are forgiven all our sins, justified by faith through the
merit of Christ our Savior, and adopted into God’s family as His children. The
Spirit enables the redeemed to live in the world that all people may see our good
works and the Gospel of grace at work in our lives and glorify our Father who is in
heaven.

e Eternal salvation is a free gift of God, entirely apart from man’s works, and is
possessed by any and all who have faith in and receive Jesus Christ as their own
personal Lord and Savior.

e God’s redemptive purpose will be consummated by the return of Christ to raise
the dead, judge all people and establish His glorious kingdom. Those who are
apart from Christ shall be eternally separated from God'’s presence, but the
redeemed shall live and reign with Him forever.

This Statement of Faith provides the perspective from which all teaching at Verity
Schoolhouse will come. Doctrinal issues which are non-essential to salvation (i.g.
Baptism or gifts of the Spirit) will be discussed in such a way that a student is led
to seek wisdom from his/her parents or trusted authority rather than from the
perspective of Verity administration.



At Verity Schoolhouse, we desire to provide a nurturing, Christian atmosphere,
lovingly guiding students in a true knowledge of God and adoration of His Son,
Jesus Christ through faith empowered by the Holy Spirit. We hope to help
students pursue a personal relationship with Jesus Christ, yet give them grace to
make their own decisions in their own time, knowing that regardless of their belief,
they will be loved and accepted in our community.

Conduct
Verity Schoolhouse is a Christian program providing educational support in a distinctly
Christian environment. As indicated in our preceding Statement of Faith, we believe that

our worldview and therefore our conduct should be governed by the instruction of the
Bible.

Communication

If you need to reach a teacher during class hours, please use the Brightwheel app to
send a message. Teachers will have phones on and near at all times and will be able to
respond in a timely manner. Please call during class hours only in an emergency.

Brightwheel Software

Verity Schoolhouse uses Brightwheel for management software. Your registration fee
covers the cost of your family’s subscription. Payments may be made directly through
Brightwheel or by check.

Brightwheel Communication

Verity Schoolhouse will use Brightwheel as our primary communication platform.
Brightwheel will be used to communicate everything pertaining to the schoolhouse. We
will send announcements, messages, and alerts through Brightwheel. We will also use
this platform to post photos, relay incident reports, and take daily attendance.

Matthew 18 Principle

When a problem, issue, or interpersonal conflict arises, students, parents, and school
personnel will follow the Matthew 18 principle. This principle teaches how to seek
reconciliation with others in a way that honors and glorifies God. This principle involves
praying about the situation and asking God for guidance, examining your own attitudes,
actions and motive, and approaching the other person in an attitude of Christ-like love
and humility. If the conflict is still unresolved, a teacher or administrator will accompany
you as you approach the person again. If a final attempt at reconciliation is needed, the
issue can then be brought before the school board. Using the Matthew 18 principle, we
model for others and for our students how to handle conflict in a Christ-like manner.

Adult-Student Guidelines

Statement of Philosophy

Verity Schoolhouse is committed to fostering an environment that promotes academic
and professional success in students and adults at all levels. The achievement of such
success is dependent on an environment free of behaviors which can distract and




undermine the important mission of our program. An atmosphere of mutual respect, and
trust is essential. Although everyone bears responsibility in creating and maintaining this
atmosphere, adults bear particular responsibility and must be ever mindful of this in their
interactions with their colleagues, school parents, and children in their care.

Admissions and Enroliment

Admissions Application
Enrollment at Verity Schoolhouse is at the discretion of the Board of Directors and is

open to all families with students meeting the age requirements, and who are in
agreement with our “Statement of Faith”. An application must be submitted through
Brightwheel. At this time a $100.00 per family application fee will need to be paid to be
enrolled. Once the enrollment fee is received, families will be able to register through
Brightwheel for the desired program.

Withdrawal Policy
If it becomes necessary for a student to withdraw from Verity Schoolhouse during the

school year, the following steps are to be completed:

1. Parents will notify a Director that they wish to withdraw their child from Verity
Schoolhouse

2. Once a student has begun a semester, parents are expected to pay the tuition for
the remainder of the semester unless the family is moving out of the area. Tuition
paid in advance will be refunded for the unstarted semester the student will no
longer be attending.

Age Eligibility

Verity Schoolhouse will provide support for families with students in grades
pre-kindergarten through eighth grade. A student should be four years old by July 31st
to start pre-kindergarten. Students will also be required to take assessment tests to
place into math and language arts. See Curriculum for more information.

Class Size

Class size is limited to 10 students. Classrooms will be divided into groups called
“Clusters”. Based on placement testing, clusters will be divided into individualized
learning groups. A ratio of one teacher to 10 students will always be maintained within
individualized learning groups.

Students with Disabilities

Verity Schoolhouse is not equipped to provide a high-quality education for those with
significant disabilities. If a disability is mild, Verity Schoolhouse may be able to
accommodate the student’s needs. Each student will be considered on a case-by-case
basis. Verity Schoolhouse is a homeschool support organization. The parent/guardian
maintains ultimate responsibility for each student’s academic progress and overall
education.

Homework
Verity Schoolhouse is a homeschool support organization that will provide families with
coursework, pacing, and accountability. Material will be open-and-go as that allows for a




seamless transition between the schoolhouse and the home. Parents are welcome to
add additional subjects and studies at home. Math and language arts assignments will
be sent home. Students will work through odd math lessons at the Schoolhouse, and
even lessons at home.

Logs
We will provide a record of hours completed at the schoolhouse in order for you to add

them to your log. All school-days done at home may also be recorded. It is the
responsibility of the family to log all outside-of-class reading material, if desired.

Registration

Application Fee: A $100 per family will be required to enroll your students. This will be
paid through Brightwheel after your student has been accepted. If your student is
returning to Verity Schoolhouse, a registration fee of $70 per family will be required to
re-enroll. If you are enrolling only in our Fantastic Friday program, the application fee is
$50.

Supply List
For the Academic Program (Tuesday/Thursday), there is a $200 per student supply fee

for Schoolhouse supplies. If you are enrolling in Friday Enrichment Program, there is a
$100 per student supply fee. The Complete Program (both Academic and Friday
programs) has a total supply fee of $300 per student. These fees cover Schoolhouse
costs for art projects, communal supplies, lunch and etiquette sessions, Schoolhouse
curriculum, etc.

Students will bring a backpack daily with curriculum and a small set of personal supplies.
This student supply list will be sent in July.

Curriculum

Families are responsible for purchasing their own student’s math and language arts
curriculum. Once your student is enrolled and has been assessed, you will receive an
email with the curriculum needed.

Math: The Good and the Beautiful Math
Language Arts: The Good and the Beautiful Language Arts

The Good and the Beautiful (Math - Kindergarten through 7th grade)
All About Learning Press (Language Arts - Pre-Kindergarten through level 4)

High school curriculum is being updated. All curriculum will be purchased by the
schoolhouse for high school students.

Additional Schoolhouse Curriculum: We utilize a variety of curriculum at the
Schoolhouse that is not required for families to use at home, including Beautiful Feet
Books, Habits of Friendship and Habits of Learning by A One-Room Schoolhouse, the
Bible, The Biggest Story Curriculum, Notgrass (History), Sabbath Mood (Science)
Ambleside Online, Simply Charlotte Mason, and hundreds of storybooks and readers.

Payment Options
There are three options for tuition payments. When you register through Brightwheel,
you will be asked to choose from one of the payment options.

Option Three: Ten Monthly Payments starting on August 1 continuing through May 1%,

Sibling Discount:
2nd student from the same family and address: 10% tuition discount
3rd and subsequent student from the same family and address: 20% tuition discount

Per our Withdrawal Policy, once a student has begun a semester, parents are expected

to pay the tuition for the remainder of the semester unless the family is moving out of the
area.




Policies and Procedures

Attendance

Verity Schoolhouse meets for 30 weeks from Labor Day to Memorial Day. Verity
Schoolhouse classes meet from 8:30 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. on Tuesday & Thursday, and
9:00 a.m. -12:00 p.m. on select Fridays. If a student is unable to attend the schoolhouse
on a scheduled day, please send a Brightwheel message to the Director before 8:45
a.m. If a student needs to leave early, please send a Brightwheel message to the
Director.

Refunds will not be given for absences or tardiness.

Cell Phones
Students will not be allowed to have cell phone usage during Schoolhouse hours.

Dress Code

Shirts:
Verity Schoolhouse uniform t-shirt and/or sweatshirt. If a Verity sweatshirt is worn, a
Verity t-shirt must be worn underneath.

Pants:
Jeans or pants without holes, shorts, or skorts may be worn.
All items besides jeans must be a neutral color such as, black, tan, gray, or navy.

Shoes:
Students should wear tennis shoes and socks. No open toe shoes or sandals.

NOTE: Students will remove their shoes when entering the schoolhouse, so please
make sure students wear socks for their comfort.

Food

Students will need to bring 2 snacks and a lunch on Tuesday & Thursday, and 1 snack
on Friday.

Transportation
M/W and T/Th Drop-Off: 8:00 - 8:10 a.m.
WASHINGTON: Please use the second entrance into the circle drive. When you
drop off your student at the Schoolhouse, the first car in line should pull up to the portico
drive. Please wait for someone to open the car door to let your student out. A staff
member will direct your student into the Schoolhouse. If you arrive late, please send a
Brightwheel message to the Director to let her know when you will be arriving.
Park and walk your student/s to the side entrance. An adult will open the door for
your student/s.

Friday Drop-Off: 8:00 - 8:15 a.m.

M/W and T/Th Pick-Up: 3:00 p.m. The first car in line should pull up to the portico
drive. An adult will bring your children to your car, open the door, and help them get in.
You are responsible for buckling your child. Exit by driving forward and turning right at
the end of the circle. Please drive slowly. Students not picked up by 3:15 p.m. (without
prior notice and approval) will be charged a $15.00 late fee after the 2nd occurrence.

Friday Pick-Up: 12:00 p.m.

WILDWOOD: will be updated soon

Parents are to provide transportation to and from the Schoolhouse and to and from
any Schoolhouse events. Carpools and ride-share can be arranged between
families.

Drop-off/Pick-up Safety Rules:

= Please have your child exit the car on the passenger side (right) side.

= Please do not engage staff or other parents in conversation while in the carpool
line during drop-off and pick-up.

= Only drivers listed on Brightwheel will be allowed to pick up your child.
Identification will be required if we are not familiar with the driver.

NOTE: Please be sure grandparents, siblings, etc. who may be dropping off or picking
up your child are aware of these procedures.

Weather Policy

Verity Schoolhouse believes strongly in a child’s need for play, especially outdoors.
During our generous recess periods, students are generally expected to be outside, rain
or shine. Parents are encouraged to purchase appropriate clothing for outdoor play in all
types of weather. The temperature will be noted daily before recess times. If the
temperature is below 32F (with wind chill) students will be permitted to go inside for
warming breaks but still encouraged to stay outside for as long as they are comfortable.



If the temperature is below 25F (with wind chill) an indoor recess period will be given.

Snow Days (Delays and Closures)

WASHINGTON campus will follow the Washington School District announcements for
school closings due to weather. No in person class will be taught if the Washington
school district has closed.

WILDWOOD campus will follow the Rockwood School District announcements for
school closings due to weather. No in person class will be taught if the Rockwood school
district has closed.

If you feel it is unsafe to travel, please stay home. You can complete your studies that
day at home and log it as a school day. Let the Director know, if this is the course you
are taking that day, by sending a Brightwheel message.

Grading and Level Placement

Verity teachers will assess the student’s level before attending class. Students in grades
Pre-K through 8th will not be given letter grades. We will send all completed work home
to be graded by parents.

Partnership

At Verity Schoolhouse, we believe that education works best when teachers, parents,
and students all work together. Our hybrid model combines classroom learning with
at-home lessons. Each part is important, and together they help every student succeed.
Students and parents will sign a partnership agreement before school begins,
committing to complete the at-home assignments and faithfully attending Verity classes.

Classroom Rules
1. Listen carefully and follow directions.
2. Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself.

Behavior Management

Students will be expected to obey the Schoolhouse rules as stated on the Verity

Health and Safety

Safety

The safety of Verity Schoolhoused students is of utmost importance. Doors to the
Schoolhouse will be locked during classroom hours. When outside, students must stay
within the hearing and vision of the supervising adults. Verity students play hard: we
climb trees, run, play on the playground, play gaga ball and other team sports during our
recess time. We keep a first aid kit on site and will distribute bandages and ice packs as
needed. If a student has a serious injury, we will contact 911 and parents. If a student
has a minor injury, we will send parents an incident report and treat with first aid as
necessary.

lliness

A student should stay home if they are not feeling well or if they have an iliness that
may be contagious. If an antibiotic has been prescribed for the illness, the child may not
return until the antibiotic has been taken for 24 hours. A clear, runny nose and/or mild
cough are permitted at the Schoolhouse. If anyone in your household has fevers, or
vomiting, please keep your students home until the household is free of those
symptoms for 24 hours.

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llinesses at School

If a student becomes ill at school, a Director or teacher will contact the parent to
immediately pick up the child. The child will be allowed to rest away from other children
until they can be picked up. If the parent cannot be reached, the people on the
emergency contact form will be called.

Prescriptions and OTC Medicine

Every effort should be made to give children their prescribed medication at home.
Medication cannot be stored at Verity Schoolhouse. Inhalers and EpiPens are an
exception, and may be brought to the Schoolhouse if the Director has been made
aware.

If a child needs pain medication, e.g. for a headache, we will always contact the parent
and get approval before dispensing children’s tylenol or ibuprofen.

Allergies

Please make Verity Schoolhouse aware of any allergies your child may have when
completing the registration form. Although Verity Schoolhouse cannot be an allergen
free space, efforts will be made to be sensitive and safe to all allergy concerns. Please
note that Verity has a student at the Washington campus who has a life-threatening
allergy to peanuts. See note under “Food” above.



Medical Emergencies

In the event of an illness or accident that requires immediate medical treatment, 911 will
be contacted. Every effort will be made to contact the parent, the child’s doctor, and
other persons listed for emergency contact. If a parent cannot be contacted, a Verity
Schoolhouse staff member may authorize emergency treatment including transportation
for the child to any hospital reasonably accessible.

Emergency Contact

As part of the Registration Form, parents will be asked to provide emergency contacts.
These contacts will be a backup if the parent is not available in case of sickness, injury,
or emergency. Please keep these contacts up-to-date.
